  We have with in our Branch early history of The Ulysses Club with the begin-

ning of the Riding On. Over the next few months I will share the history with you.  

 Starting with The First Riding On   Called Newsletter No. 1 



 

Ma was in the kitchen fiddling around when she hollers out....                            

 "Pa, You need to go out and fix the outhouse!"       

  Pa replies, "There ain't nuthin wrong with the outhouse."     

 Ma yells back, "Yes there is, now git out there and fix it."     

 So.......Pa mosies out to the outhouse, looks around and yells back,    

 "Ma There ain't nuthin wrong with the outhouse! "      

 Ma replies, "Stick yur head in the hole!"                   

  Pa yells back, "I ain't stickin my head in that hole!"      

 Ma says, "Ya have to stick yur head in the hole to see what to fix."    

  So with that, Pa sticks his head in the hole,  looks around and yells back,   

   "Ma There ain't nuthin wrong with this outhouse!"      

 Ma hollers back, "Now take your head out of the hole!"      

  Pa proceeds to pull his head out of the hole, then starts yelling,    

 "Ma Help! My beard is stuck in the cracks in the toilet seat!"     

  To which Ma replies, "Hurt's, don't it ?!"   
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  The Aluminium ñRing Pullò story.    
 I have been involved six or seven times in collecting the ring pulls from Aluminium cans, for various 
persons involved with clubs, charities, community groups. The immediate previous time was for Kingfisher 
Special School at Aspley, at that time under the supervision of Harry Johnson. I had the idea that Ulysses, 
Glasshouse Mountains branch could assist another special school, one in our area to establish a full recy-
cling centre similar to Kingfisher. This would be a good project for Glasshouse Mtns, in producing a higher 
profile in our community and perhaps, help educate the general public about Ulysses as a responsible mo-
torcycle social club. That it might give others a better understanding of our interests. We might even at-
tract some new members through such a venture. I had listened to Harry telling me the centre was almost 
self-supporting, that it had paid for all the secondary buildings from the money raised by recycling. I pre-
sented the idea of Glasshouse being a guiding body helping to establish a recycling establishment to 
benefit a special school or community group, at a Glasshouse Mountains Committee meeting.          
 While the cardboard, paper and glass was each only worth about $30.00 - $35.00 per tonne, alu-
minium was fetching at the time about $900.00 per tonne. Harry has since retired, but just before then, 
was liasing with the then headmaster, who was  to retire in December, for referral to a Caboolture based 
school or group. Eventually, I got a name and made contact, but they didnôt have the need for such, as 
they had full Government funding. The headmistress told me they only needed enough cans for one per-
son to crush each day as therapeutic activity. Sideswiped! It was a setback that was washed away when I 
remembered that the ñring pullsò from drink and food cans were sought after because they supposedly 
contained Titanium, making them more valuable than aluminium cans. Still straining the grey matter, I re-
membered that, previously when collecting for a person, who was collecting for ña friendô who was collect-
ing for a charity {you know the line} but could not recall being told who the principal collector was. In this 
vague memory without knowing ñwhoò it was, I remember being told, a sponsor would provide a fully mo-
torised wheelchair for a needy recipient when the equivalent weight of same, was collected in ñring pullsò.

It wasnôt a very clear story, but as there is ña lotò meaning many, many and then many more aluminium 
ring pulls in a tonne, I didnôt need to know all the details at this stage. As it would take a while to find the 
original or a new benefactor, to start  collecting immediately made sense and anyway a starting point was 
necessary.  At Glasshousesô Valley Rally in 2008, I was informed by a supposedly, ñknowledgeableò 
bloke, that it was all a con, that there never was a sponsor, providing a wheel chair. He had heard about 
this ñsomewhereò He further told me that I was wasting my time. I did not want to know that, I told him that 
by the time a large enough quantity was collected, a sponsor might be found or a sponsor may come for-
ward after hearing of our great effort in collecting say, one hundred kg. of aluminium ring pulls. In with my 
tools and odds and ends while looking for some nuts and washers recently, I recently found a small mar-
garine container with fifty or sixty ring pulls left over from a previous collecting time. On my last two trips 
overseas I collected as I travelled, any ring pulls from aluminium cans and some of these were mailed 
back to my post office box. In 2008 I carried some with me over the five months of travel through five 
countries adding to these as I went about my Adventures. These ring pulls amounted to about thirty, com-
ing from various beer & soft drink cans. Is that being dedicated or being ñdippoò? It certainly indicates 
ñsomethingò but I do not think that it shows any great flair in, ñGrowing Old Disgracefullyò as one should. 
 At this time, due to the efforts of many helpers, we have about twenty-five kilograms of the ring 
pulls. They are stored in plastic shopping bags, plastic lunch bags, 2ltr milk containers, soft drink bottles 
etc. and take up an area about the cubic space of one 35litre capacity Esky, plus or minus a thousand ring 
pulls. I am in need of about four or five, twenty five litre, plastic drums or containers with lids, as the plastic 
bags and plastic bottles the ring pulls are stored in are breaking down. Anyone got some, not being used? 
or have access to some, can you assist?         
     Donations gratefully accepted.    
 Some members are getting family & friends involved and this has greatly added to the ring pull 
numbers we generate on Wednesday nights. We have had ring pulls sent airmail from Cairns to 
ñDaphinatorò and Ian regularly brings in a half-plus large shopping bagful, which he and workmates collect 
at their worksite mess, both very good efforts. Please continue to ñ Pull it Off ò after you drink and place in 
the container on the Aero Club bar or leave at John ñToppyôsò end of the table he sits at. I will put out col-
lection containers again, when I get spare ones. They keep disappearing!  If the ñknowledgeableò bloke is 
right, then Iôm wrong, I can live with that, but there is a possibility of someone coming forward to assist this 
worthwhile cause. If that doesnôt happen, there are other options. Large quantities of aluminium ñring pullsò 
recycled would make quite a difference to the branchôs funds at yearôs end. Funds raised from this recy-
cling could become available for donating to good causes, or to offset the Memberôs Christmas party 
costs, or to provide more Member Christmas or other time of year, benefits.
