| have always enjoyed riding my motorcycle a bit further than to the
local coffee shop for a latte'. After meeting “Davo” Jones and joining
“FarRiders” by completing a very wet “FarRide#9” to Nambucca Heads and
attending “FarNat09” at Imbil earlier this year has encouraged me to test my
limits even further by attempting a SS1600 ride. That is to ride 1600Kms in
less than 24 hours, document the ride, and submit those documents to the
Iron Butt Association in the US for certification. Ever since my eldest son, his
partner and our grandson moved to Clifton Beach north of Cairns last year |
have been planning and scheming to ride my motorcycle from our home at
Morayfield to see them. | mentioned my proposed trip to my friend Don Greg-
ory and he was keen to come along as he has a niece near Kuranda who has
just had a baby that he wanted to see. This was good as | now had a riding
buddy for the trip. | have ridden previously to Townsville & Penrith for the
Ulysses AGM’s with Don and we both have similar riding styles so there
should not be any hold ups either on the road or at the stops. A route was
planned using the travel planning tools available on the internet with fuel
stops in the 250-300 Km range (about 3 hrs travel time per leg) along the
Bruce Hwy. Travel times from these tools varied from 19 Hrs20 min to 23 Hrs
40 min and distances of 1670Km to 1701Km. Stops were planned for Apple
Tree Creek, Marmor, Carmila, Bowen and Rollingstone with every stop for
fuel and every second stop a little longer for fuel and a short rest and stretch.
| had planned to leave at midnight (as advocated by “Davo”) and travel in the
relatively “Skippy” free zone south of Miriam Vale while still dark and the
more populous areas during daylight. | had hoped for an easy day with early
finish on Wednesday 4/11 but this was not to be. Got home at about 17:45
finished packing the bike had some dinner and went to bed at about 19:30
with the alarm set for 23:15. | could not sleep and after tossing & turning for
about 4 hours it was time to get up, get riding gear on and hit the road. | met
Don at the BP North Bound at Morayfield just before midnight, fuelled up and
obtained the all important “Start” fuel docket time stamped 00:05. The night
was very warm 22° and clear with a full moon shining brightly as we headed
north onto the highway, with Don in the lead. There was only light traffic con-
sisting of mainly trucks. We were slowed briefly by road works near Nambour
and soon we were at Cooroy. Speed limited to 90Kph for the next 70 Km
along with increased surveillance has created the most boring piece of open
highway in Queensland. We cruised through Gympie without being stopped
at any of the traffic lights (this is a first for me) but were slowed to 40Kph for
much of the way by road works. By the time we got to Gympie the tempera-
ture had begun to drop and | was glad | had worn the extra shirt under my
jacket. It was quite eerie around Tiaro with the full moon shining on to the top
of the fog in the paddocks and the road disappearing in the gullies to then
reappear out of the mist on the other side. We continued through Marybor-
ough and Childers to our first planned stop at Apple Tree Creek which was



only a stop for fuel. We are exactly on time (03:00) as per the plan and are
under way again after stopping for 9 min. We rode through GinGin and just
south of Miriam Vale we saw our only live wildlife of the trip, a small possum
sitting up beside the road watched us go past without moving. | called Don on
the UHF to warn him as | was leading, but he did not answer, it seems his
UHF has died and we are unable to use it for the rest of the trip. The morning
sky is starting to lighten as we pass through the small settlements of Bororen
and Benaraby and we are increasingly alert for any movement from the side
of the road that would show the presence of kangaroos. It is fully light when
we pass Mt Larcom and pull into our second stop at Marmor. We are 10 min
ahead of schedule having covered
| 530Km in 5:45Hrs and stop for 20Min
Don at Marmor to refuel and rest.

: This is the only photograph |
have taken of the trip as my camera
decided to expire somewhere be-
tween here and the next stop at Car-
mila.  We leave Marmor go through
. Rockhampton and head into the heart
of kangaroo country, around Marlbor-
ough there is road Kill of all sorts in
varying sizes and states of decompo-
sition about every 50 metres. How-
ever the day is bright and clear, warming up nicely. There is no traffic to
worry about and we have a clear fast run to our halfway point at Carmila
(08:55). We are still about 10min ahead of schedule and shout ourselves a
20Min break here. Just south of Sarina | swerve to avoid what I think is a
shake that Don has run over only to see him braking heavily and doing a U
turn. | pull over to the side of the road to see him stop about 200 metres back
and pick up something off the road. He comes back and shows me his UHF
radio with quite a bit of road rash on it. He puts it in his pack to investigate
later if it is ever going to work again. It was his safety lanyard on his radio that
made it look like a snake as it was sliding down the road at 100Kph+. We
head through Sarina, Mackay and Proserpine without incident. About halfway
between Proserpine and Bowen we are stopped for about 5 min by road
works. It is now getting very hot with the temperature touching 36° and we
still have all the gear on that we left home with. It was a great relief to get
moving again with the jacket unzipped to allow maximum cooling airflow. We
arrive at our next scheduled stop of Bowen at 12:10 still 10Min ahead of plan.
At the petrol station in Bowen it is very hot and we remove all the excess
clothing we have been wearing since midnight. We were looking for some-
where to sit and rest in the shade, to have a coffee and something to eat, but
there is no shade other than inside the restaurant. We decide to continue on
and find a shady rest area. 45Km north of Bowen we find a rest area at




Guthalungra where we stop for 20 min to have our thermos of coffee
and some of Don’s fruit cake.
We continue refreshed through Ayr
and Townsville toward our next
planned stop at Rollingstone. When
we arrive at the BP service station at
Rollingstone, Don spots the price of
premium petrol is 1.48 c/L a full 28 ¢/ &&
L dearer than straight unleaded and
by far the dearest we have encoun-
tered on the entire trip. A quick calcu-
lation confirms that we have enough
fuel to get to Ingham where we fill up for 1.36 c/L. This is our last stop before
Cairns and we have now been travelling for a bit over 16 Hrs for 1400 Km
The road from Ingham to Tully is pretty good with only occasional traffic to
slow us down, however from Tully north it seems as if the entire highway is
being rebuilt with many stops, 1 lane sections controlled by traffic lights that
never seem to be synchronised and lots of happy stop/slow lollypop atten-
dants who like to have a chat. We eventually get to Innisfail and it begins to
get dark around Babinda. | am finding it very hard to concentrate when it be-
gins to sprinkle rain. The rain gives me a second wind and we slowly run
down the last 60 Km into Cairns. My son told me of a western bypass via
Redlynch to avoid the Cairns CBD and for the last 10 Km into Cairns every
left turn was checked until there it was on a large sign that was hard to miss.
It was a good steady run on wet road out to Smithfield where | said goodbye
to Don as he was heading up the range to Kuranda and | was heading to my
sons place at Clifton Beach. | fuelled up at the Clifton Beach BP with the “End
Docket” showing 19:35. | arrived at my sons’ house 10 min later for a total of
1656 Km in 19Hrs 30 min. We had & J B 7R
achieved our goal of completing our first
SaddleSore1600 following much the
same route as Davo on his first SS1600
back in 2005. Friday was a rest and play
with my grandson day as we were going
to start the trip home early Saturday
morning. My son was going to drive his
car to Brisbane with Don and myself fol-
lowing!! The plan was to leave Clifton
Beach early and get to Gladstone (1200 2 -
Km) for a BBQ dinner with my other son Geoff and then a leisurely 500 Km
run home on Sunday. Don rode down from Kuranda and stayed Friday night
so we could get an early start. We had decided to follow the same plan for
stops only in reverse for the trip home. This we achieved having ridden nearly
3500Km in 4 days. A good training run for the trip to Albany next year

Vietnam Adventure
Our October Vietnam tour went very well and all those that attended
enjoyed themselves. The route: Vung Tau, Dalat, Nha Trang, Danang
(Hoian), train to Hanoi, a 3 day Junk cruise around Ha Long bay
and its thousands of lime stone islands, included: Kayaking, caving,
swimming, bush walking & some drinking. We stayed an extra 3 days
on Cat Ba Island and motor-cycled the winding sealed roads on the
island. Back to the main land and a short flight from Hanoi to Saigon,
and back to Vung Tau for a final week with the local Ulyssians. Based
on lessons learned from this trip a back up support mini bus/vehicle
and trailer is highly recommended. This will allow for any breakdowns,
sore bums, bad weather, luggage and fatigued riders. A proposed trip
for next April 2010 will coincide with an ANZAC day service at the Bat-
tle of Long Tan memorial site. Glenn Nolan, Vietham Ulysses vice
president is organising the event, catering and transport on the day. A
proposed departure date is around 6 - 10th April 2010. Flying from
Australia to Ho Chi Minh City, Meeting at Vung Tau City and spending
a few days there to adjust to the different riding conditions (riding in
the Right side of the road & busy intersections etc), culture, cuisine
and visiting local sites. The route will follow the mountain route to Da-
lat stopping at either Bao Loc or Phan Thiet for the first night, second
day to Dalat (rough road through here), spending 2 nights in the
mountain village of Dalat for sightseeing and other personal activities.
The road improves as it winds (a bikers dream) down from the moun-
tains, but deteriates to very poor as it flattens out near the bottom,
conditions improve closer to Nha Trang. Four nights in Nha Trang will
allow sufficient time to sample the local delicacies of your choice, and
take a fun day cruise out to the islands. From here, an option is to ei-
ther travel back down the coast to Vung Tau stopping a night at Phan
Thiet or fly to Hai Phong and cruise the Ha long Bay Islands for 3
days.

Changing Times for Motorcycle

Licensing
By Rachel Debenham Solicitor

Safety on our roads is important to all road
users and motorcycle riders are no excep-
tion. In ecent times, the Queensland Gov-
ernment has launched campaigns and
implemented changes to improve the
safety of motorcycle riders. As of July 1
2008, changes were implemented in
Queensland that riders particularly nov-
ices, needed to be aware of......

A person who obtains their motor-
cycle after July 1 2008 must hold their re-
stricted licence for a minimum of 12
months before they are eligible to obtain
their unrestricted licence.

A passenger on a motorcycle
must be at least eight years of age.

Auditing of the Q-Ride program
will occur without notice and will be an “on
the spot” audit.

The aim of the graduated licensing system
is for novice riders to gain more on-road
experience. In 2009 the Queensland Gov-
ernment introduced the Motorcycle Safety
Scheme 2009-2012, obtaining a range of
iniatives for motorcycle safety. Key
changes included.......

1. The introduction of a Learner
Approved Motorcycte Scheme.

Under the scheme, restricted motorcycle
licence holders are limited to riding mo-
torcycles with a power to weight ratio that
does not exceed 150kw/ t and an engine
capacity that does no t xceed660ml .

2. Riders with a provisional licence must
display a P-Plate.

3. Learner riders are not permitted to
carry any pillion passengers and this
includes supervisors.

The Queensland Government has re-
ported alarming statistics in support of
these changes. In 2007, at least one In
five fatalities in Queensland in 2007 was
a motorcycle rider .

The 72 fatalities in Queenstand in 2008
involving motorcycles represented 22 o/o
of the road toll in the State.

Accidents invo[ving motorcycles can be
serious and the Queenstand Government
have indicated they hope these initiatives
will improve rider safety
